After, walk to Punto Urban Art Museum, where there
are three blocks of murals.

Salem Gift Shop. Might be free to enter.
Salem Witch Trials Memorial and The Burying Point -  We
have already visited these locations, but since we are here
again, no harm in checking them out.
Immaculate Conception Church - Mary, Queen of the
Apostles Parish - Doubtful that it will be open, but we can
try.
Salem Museum of Torture - Admission
Proctor's Ledge Memorial - Get a better picture of this site
than we did the last time.
